GRADE 4 PERISCOPE FRAME

Step 1 (Frame 1)
· get 2 pieces of “jinx” wood

· from these 2 pieces you will need to measure and cut the following:

· 2 pieces 32.5 cm – label each of these pieces A

· 2 pieces 7.5 cm – label each of these pieces B

· you can use a ruler to measure these pieces or use the pattern on Pg. 2 to measure them
Step 2

· get some small pieces of “jinx” wood from the scrap wood box and measure and cut the following:

· 2 pieces 7.5 cm. – label each of these pieces C

· - you can use a ruler to measure these pieces or use the pattern on Pg. 2 to measure them

N.B. IT IS EXTREMELY IMPORTANT THAT YOU MEASURE ACCURATELY.  THE TWO “A” PIECES MUST BE THE SAME, THE TWO” B” PIECES MUST BE THE SAME AND THE TWO”C” PIECES MUST BE THE SAME
BE SURE TO CHECK YOUR PIECES TO MAKE SURE THEY ARE ACCURATELY CUT!!!

Step 3
· lay your pieces onto the pattern on Pg. 2 and glue them together 

· MAKE SURE:

· that you lay the pieces flat on the pattern piece of paper to glue them

· that you position the pieces EXACTLY as shown

· that you use enough glue

Step 4. (Frame 2)

· repeat steps 1,2,3. to make a second frame
· N.B. – THIS FRAME MUST BE THE SAME AS THE FIRST FRAME THAT YOU MADE
Step 5 (Supports)

· get 1 piece of “jinx” wood – measure and cut the following pieces:

· 4 pieces 7.5 cm - label each of these pieces D

· you can use a ruler to measure these pieces or use the pattern on Pg. 2 to measure them

MEASURE ACCURATELY THESE 4 PIECES MUST ALL BE THE SAME
Step 6 (Putting it Together)

· use the D pieces to join the two frames together to make a rectangular prism
